Keith Kaplan, Executive Director of the Fur Information Council of America, continues to lead the fur trade's campaign for the proposed ban to be scrapped.

TEXTILE LABELLING: IFTF SURVEY TO MEMBERS

The European Union has agreed an EU Textile Labelling Regulation that will, among other things, introduce the mandatory labelling of animal products in garments and set in train a technical study on the future direction of labelling requirements in the EU.
