The ‘Pimp MY Coat’ Award is open to all entrants of IFTF National Members design competitions.
Once the International REMIX jury selects their preferred design sketch, the remodelling of a classic mink garment will go into production. The redesigned and remodelled garment will be kept top secret until the design is revealed as part of the runway show during the award ceremony.
IFTF introduced its international fur design competition, REMIX in 2003. The competition aims to encourage, inspire and support young designers as they develop and explore their relationship with fur, as well as giving them an opportunity to showcase their designs to an international audience.
Since 2003 over 350 designers from 19 countries have taken part in the competition. The 2010 REMIX International Design Award was won by Italian, designer, Laura Grillo and the Origin Assured, OA™ prize was awarded to Eliana Dimitrakopoulo representing the UK.
